while these events are important, it cost more to raise those funds than it does raising dollars in 
the workplace.

2. True or False; giving goes down when economic times are difficult?


FALSE. The truth is, giving goes up when times are difficult and it’s up to the charities and 
federation to show you, the donor, how contributions affect you, your family and your community.  
Federations make it easy for charities to reach a large and diverse audience so they can 
communicate this important message.
